Preventing Soil Erosion

Districts generate funding through local, state, and federal sources.  Local citizens elect the 
District board to identify and address local natural resource issues.  The board involves locals 
and experts to help develop strategic plans.  The district holds open monthly meetings, 
publications, events, presentations to communicate with district partners and residents 
about district services, good conservation practices and financial/technical services.

Ensuring sound range management for future generations is important to conserve 
natural resources and improve production as well as enhance wildlife habitat.

This conservation district serves its landowners as they participate in:

Preventing erosion preserves soil producitivity long term for agriculture, production, 
and other uses on rural lands.  It also provides improved stream flows, decreases 
sedimentation, and improves overall water quality.  Some common practices that help 
producers prevent soil erosion and build soil quality include no till, minimum tillage and 
cover cropping.

Preventing the Spread of Noxious Weeds

The District provides assistance to managers, landowners, and residents with 
conservation practices and management tools to protect near stream areas.  In 
addition, they work together on reducing the movement of chemicals and nutrients 
to streams in sedimentation or runoff.  These efforts help stabilize streambanks and 
protect water bodies from impacts.

	Local Concerns: Helping landowners in the midst of a beetle epidemic--this has led to investigation into the possibility of power generation using woody biomass as fuel to generate power.  Beetle kill timber is being utilized by a pellet mill that began operation in 2008.  Also within the District boundary is oil exploration and production, along with increased interest in alternative energy such as wind power.
	Mission Statement: To assist the District's cooperators and to inform the public regarding the conservation of our natural resources
	Range Mgmt: encouraging sound range management practices through seed sales to improve rangeland conditions and reduce weeds,

promoting use of NRCS technical assistance,

publishing articles on grassland health,

supporting a seed germination and propagation program with the high school vo-ag department to develop and sell local native seeds to improve range and hay lands.
	Soil Erosion: encouraging landowner implementation of Stewardship contracts with the US Forest Service and the Colorado State Forest Service,

providing a cost-share program for the purchase of seedling trees for reforestation following landowner's removal of beetle killed trees,

The District continues to seek opportunities to revegetate/reforest critical watershed to pro- actively manage soil erosion, 

The District sells seedling trees to be used as windbreaks to prevent soil erosion.
	Economy: Ranching, timbering, oil drilling, recreation
	Water Quality and Quantity: creating and maintaining living snow fences that trap blowing snow and add to water quantity, 

selling anti-seep collars to improve irrigation water efficiency, 

providing water workshops encouraging landowners to utilize NRCS programs and technical assistance to increase water quality and quantity and to be compliant with AFO/CAFO regulations.
